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The Indiana Geological Survey (IGS), a research institute of Indiana University, seeks applications for a position in Coal Geology to generate new data and analyze scientific information on coal and coke properties in order to formulate a coke quality prediction model for a new generation of coke plants.  Responsibilities will include the collection and preparation of coal samples, coal analysis including optical microscopy, electron microprobe, and micro-FTir; analysis of coke properties and relating them to coal characteristics; statistical analysis and modeling of coal and coke data; presentation of findings in the form of written reports, technical presentations, and publications.

Qualifications: Masters degree in Geology or related science required, Ph.D. preferred.  3 years experience in coal geology and coal chemistry required.
